The President said to
achieve the objective of educa-
ting (he people to make the .

a nation of literate people in
ihc world", he siid..

He said despite efforts
made by the government the
literacy rate was still between
20 and 30 per cent, l ie iought
advice from the teachers for
raising the literacy rate so that
the nation would become proud
and said vve wanted to . prove
to the world thai v,e are a poor ,
nation but not illiterate.

Referring lo the Indiscip-
line in the educational arena,
President Crsliad said for this
pi inury schools were not res-
ponsible. Out, said he, being
tlie friend, philosopher and
guide of ihc rural people, pri-
mary teachers could play an
important rule in imbibing
them iaguinst indiscipline in
educational arena.

A literate nation means that
the general people could read
and write, he said adding: we
must make efforts to make the
general people literate.
